Robust Surveillance System and Vaccination
Needed to Control Meningococcal Disease

ATIMS organized CME, Experts Urged Researchers to Focus on Newer Infections

Raipur, 22 November, 2019

All India Institute of Medical
Sciences-Raipur has organized a
CME on Invasive Meningococcal
Disease. Experts expressed their
concern over rising disability and
mortality rate due to IMD and sug-
gested robust surveillance system
and continued vaccination to con-
trol IMD in the Country.

Newer Vaccine’ Prof. Nitin M.
Nagarkar, Director, AIIMS elabo-
rated on infection disease. ‘In last
few decades the Country has wit-
nessed high population growth
rate but due to infectious disease it
get controlled. High vaccination
rate in the Country has led to con-
trol such disease. Newer infections
have been emerging in modern era
and researchers must focus on de-
velopment of new vaccine to con-
trol such disease’, he said.

Medical Superintendent Prof.
Karan Peepre said that AIIMS is
continuously striving on the re-
search and development along with
imparting academic knowledge to

medical students. He talked about
effectiveness of vaccination
against virus and urged medical
professionals to create awareness
about different viruses.

Dr. Sumit Srivastava, Disease
Expert, Sanofi-Pasteur focused on
the topic ‘IMD-From Reactive Im-
munization to Proactive Individu-
alized Protection’. ‘Factors like
bacterial virulence, environmental
exposure and host colonization and
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survival lead to infection. 1.2 mil-
lion Cases of Meningococcal infec-
tions reported per year worldwide.
High disability and mortality rate
in children and rapid progression
caused 341 deaths in 2010 and 245
in 2011. Research finds that 10 to
20% cases leads to death even if
treated with appropriate antibi-
otic. India needs vaccination to
protect children’, he added.

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Integrated Approach Needed to Deal with Malnutrition

AIIMS will take up the Lead Role, Will Provide Technical Support to all Stakeholders
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Raipur, 26 December, 2019

All India Institute of Med-
ical Sciences is gearing up to
equip all stakeholders in Chhat-
tisgarh to improve status of
malnutrition in the state. Five
medical colleges and 89 Nutri-
tion Rehabilitation Centres
(NRC) across the state have
been identified to take up the
challenge. AIIMS along with
UNICEF and other government
organizations is providing ex-
pert guidance to them. To sensi-
tize state level facilitators, two
day programme on Integrated
Management of Children with
Severe Acute Malnutrition (25-
26th Dec) has been organized
and necessary training was im-
parted to the participants.

According to the data
available, Chhattisgarh is suf-
fering from malnutrition with
almost 8.4% children under 5
years are suffering from severe
acute malnutrition. To cope up
with the challenge, AIIMS, State
Health Department, Women and
Child Development and five
medical colleges have inte-
grated their approach towards
dealing with the challenge.

Sensitization programme
witnessed technical sessions on
Nutrition Status in India and
CG, Identification of children
with SAM, Principles of Care
and treatment of such children,
facility management, Mecha-

garkar, Director, AIIMS said
that the Institute is willing to
take front seat in dealing with
malnutrition in CG and neigh-
boring states.
