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With Financial year (2017-18) coming to the close 
for this upcoming Institute of National Importance, it is an 
honour for me to present the Annual Report and the 
Audited Statement of Accounts of AIIMS, Raipur. The 
past year has been full of activity and challenges; very 
satisfying on the academic, administrative, construction 
and infrastructure fronts at the same time.

The third meeting of the Academic Committee was 
successfully held in March 2018. With MD/MS courses 
already running in 11 specialties, approval for starting 
Postgraduate courses (MD/MS/MDS) in 11 more 
branches was granted by the Academic Committee. 
Approval was also accorded for enhancing the 
postgraduate student intake in the Departments of 
Radiodiagnosis and Anesthesia. The first batch of 
B.Sc.(Hons.) Nursing students who took admission in 
2013 successfully completed their course and were 
offered contractual appointment at AIIMS Raipur itself.

 The system of conducting interviews for faculty 
members and non-faculty members in the institute 
premises continued this year as well. Recruitment of 

faculty members for 204 posts on regular basis was 
conducted in a phased manner. The recruitment of 
Tutors/Clinical Instructors for the Nursing College on 
regular basis was also conducted. Besides this, 
recruitment of other non-faculty staff of Group A, B and C 
on regular, deputation, contractual and outsourced basis 
was conducted during the year. Senior Residents are 
considered to be the backbone of any hospital for 
delivering health care services to the patients. 
Recruitment of Senior Residents and Junior Residents 
was done at regular intervals. The process of recruiting 
Senior Nursing officers (Staff Nurse Gr-I - 75 posts) and 
Nursing officers (Staff Nurse Gr-II - 400 posts) on regular 
basis was also initiated.

Super-specialty depar tments of Neurology, 
Neurosurgery, Cardiology and Cardiothoracic and 
Vascular Surgery were made functional. 24x7 Trauma 
and Emergency Services have also been operationalized 
at the Institute and will be scaled up in near future. The 
hospital, with bed strength of 400, has added a number 
of patient centric services like MRI (3T), DSA, OPG, 

Director's Review
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Mammography, Integrated Counseling and Testing 
Centre Unit (ICTC) among other services. 

The Institute continued to provide Telemedicine 
services for providing healthcare advice to people of 
Lef t-Wing Extremism (LWE) affected areas of 
Chhattisgarh. Many outreach programs in the 
community were conducted by various departments.

Hostel for Resident Doctors was made functional 
in August 2017. The labour of the past 5 years is now 
bearing fruit with the hospital building nearing 
completion. C/C1 and D/D1 Blocks of the hospital will be 
made fully functional soon. Other civil works like 
Auditorium, STP, ETP are in an advanced stage of 
construction. Sanction has been obtained for 
construction of Academic Block and Administrative 
Block for the Institute, which shall commence in the near 
future.

It was not just all work at the Institute during the 
past year. Students of AIIMS Raipur organized ORIANA 
2017, a colorful inter-college cultural event in October 
2017. Students from colleges across India participated 
in large numbers and this event received accolades from 
all over.

The Institute received the Letter of Commendation 
and a cash prize of Rs. Fifty Lakhs under the 'Kayakalp 
Scheme' among the Central Government Hospitals for 

ndthe year 2017-2018(2  year in a row) under Ministry of 
Health and Family Welfare, Government of India.

All these achievements would not have been 
possible without the support of MoHFW, GoI and the 
people of Chhattisgarh, for whom the Institute remains 
committed to serve. The Institute definitely would take 
big strides in matters of medical education, research, 
healthcare delivery and healthcare innovation, living up to 
its name of being an Institute of National Importance.We 
remain committed to make AIIMS Raipur a temple of 
learning and an epitome of service to the nation.

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The Academic cum Examination Section was set 
up in April 2013 with Dr.  S P Dhaneria as Controller of 
Examinations and Dr Krishnadutt Chavali as the Assistant 
Controller of Examinations.

The Section has been entrusted with the 
responsibility of all Academic matters pertaining to the 
students and faculty of the institute as also examination 
work of the students admitted to the institute.

Initially MBBS and B.Sc. (Hons) Nursing courses 
were being run and now postgraduate courses of MD, 
MS have been started from July 2017 onwards in 22 
specialities. Till January 2018 session total 34 students 
have joined in different postgraduate courses at AIIMS 
Raipur.The Academic Committee of AIIMS Raipur has 
approved 2 seats in Psychiatry Nursing for M.Sc. 
Nursing Course and this course will be star ted from the 
July 2018 Session onwards. 

The first batch of MBBS students was admitted in 
September 2012 with an intake of 50 students. 
Subsequently, the intake capacity was enhanced to 100 
every year from 2013 onwards.

Students of the MBBS 2012 batch have 
successfully completed their 1 year compulsory 
rotational internship in December 2017 and awarded 
MBBS degree from the institute. Students of this batch 
have obtained admission in postgraduate courses in 
premier medical institutes of the country and other state 
medical colleges.

The second batch of MBBS students was 
admitted in August 2013. These students are undergoing 
1 year compulsory rotational internship from January 
2018. 

 Students admitted for MBBS course in 2014 
(third batch) at AIIMS, Raipur will be appearing for their 

rd3  Professional examination in December 2018. 

Students of MBBS 2015 (fourth batch) of AIIMS, 
nd

Raipur have cleared their 2 Professional examination in 
rd

December 2017 and are currently studying in MBBS 3  
Professional year.

The fifth batch of MBBS students took admission 
nd

in July 2016, and are due to appear for their 2  
Professional examination in December 2018.

Raipur has been set up under the Central Sector Plan 
Scheme, Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana 
(PMSSY), Separate contracts for building infrastructure 
works have been awarded in four packages namely, 
Construction of Medical College & Hostel Complex, 
Hospital Complex, Electrical Services and Estate 
Services.
