I feel privileged to present the Annual Report and the Audited statement of
Accounts of AIIMS, Raipur for the year 2016-17. As is the case with many new institutes,
there have been many challenges this year but at the same time substantial progress has
been made on various fronts.

The second meeting of the Academic Committee was successfully held for AIIMS,
Raipur. Approval of the Academic Committee for starting Post Graduate courses
(MD/MS)in 11 departments was granted in the meeting. Approval has also been granted
for starting M.Sc. (Psychiatric Nursing) course at the Institute.

Interviews for recruitment of faculty members were held in the Institute and many
new faculty members joined the institute during the current year. In the same
interviews, a few faculty members of the institute were also promoted to higher posts.

The hospital has seen expansion with increase in number of beds to 400.
Infrastructure and facilities like the labour room, CSSD, MGPS, Manifold room,
Medicolegal autopsy services were all started during the year. AMRIT Pharmacy has
been opened in the premises of the institute for providing affordable medicines and
implants to needy patients.

The first batch of students of MBBS of the Institute passed their final examination
and their one year compulsory internship commenced from the January 1, 2017. Our
Institute has also embarked upon various research activities including multi-centric
studies conducted in the country.

The Institute has received the Kayakalp award by the Govt of India for being
amongst the cleanest hospitals in new AIIMS. The Institute also received 3™ prize for the
best utilization of ERMED online resources of the library by ERMED consortia.

Our dedicated team at AIIMS Raipur is committed for the growth and development

of the Institute. I am sure that everyone concerned will put in their best efforts for
bringing up the Institute to the expectations of the public.

The Academic cum Examination Section was set up in April 2013 with Dr. S P
Dhaneria as Controller of Examinations & Dean (Academics) and Dr Krishnadutt Chavali as
the Assistant Controller of Examinations & Sub Dean (Academics). Shri Milind Mujumdar
has joined as Assistant Controller of Examination in September 2016.

The Section has been entrusted with the responsibility of all Academic matters
pertaining to the students and faculty of the institute as also examination work of the
students admitted to the institute.

Currently MBBS and B.Sc. (Hons) Nursing courses are being run. Approval for
starting Postgraduate courses of MD, MS and MSc course in Psychiatric Nursing has been
accorded by the Academic Committee of the Institute.

The first batch of MBBS students was admitted in September 2012 with an intake of
50 students. Subsequently, the intake capacity was enhanced to 100 every year from 2013
onwards.

Students of the MBBS 2012 batch have cleared the 3" Professional final examination
in December 2016 and are now posted for their 1 year compulsory rotatory internship from
01.01.2017.

The second batch of MBBS students with intake of 100 students was admitted in
August 2013. Students of the second batch after completing the 2nd Professional studies
are pursuing MBBS 3rd Professional since January 2016.

89 students were admitted for MBBS course in 2014 (third batch) at AIIMS, Raipur
and these students of the third batch have passed the MBBS 2™ Professional in December
2016.

100 students were admitted for MBBS course in 2015 (fourth batch) at AIIMS, Raipur

and these students have cleared their 1* Professional examination in July 2016 and will be
appearing for their MBBS 2™ Professional examination in December 2017.

The first batch of students for B.Sc. (Hons) Nursing course with annual intake of 60
students was admitted in August 2013 and these students of the first batch will be
appearing for their 4" year examination in July 2017.

Subsequently 60 students per year have taken admission in B.Sc. (Hons.) Nursing
course in 2014 (second batch), 2015 (third batch) and 2016 (third batch) at AIIMS, Raipur
and these students are due to appear for their 3“ year, 2™ year and 1* year final examination
respectively.

The Academic Committee of the Institute has accorded permission to start MD/MS
courses in the departments of Anatomy, Physiology, Biochemistry, Pharmacology,
Microbiology, Forensic Medicine & Toxicology, Community & Family Medicine,
Anaesthesiology, Orthopaedics, Radiodiagnosis and Obstetrics & Gynaecology. Admissions
for the Postgraduate courses will commence from the July 2017 session onwards.

HIGHLIGHTS

The Department of Ayurveda under AYUSH was started on 1st September
2014 at the All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Raipur. OPD based services
have been started initially and are planned to be expanded in the future with
availability of resources. During the period from Olst April 2016 to 31st March
2017, around 4771 patients have availed of the services of the department.

PATIENT CARE

OPD services have been started from 01.09.2014. Even with the limited
resources, the department has been able to provide the benefit of the Ayurvedic
treatment to around 4771 patients at AIIMS Raipur during the period 01.04.2016
to 31.03.2017. Of these patients, around 1700 new patients have been
registered. Ayurvedic medicines have been made available at Amrit Pharmacy
from November 2016.

Encouraging results have been obtained especially in patients with a
variety of ailments like osteoarthritis, rheumatoid arthritis, renal stones, benign
prostatic hyperplasia, polycystic ovary disease, uterine fibroid, menstrual
disorders, bronchial asthma, bronchitis, obesity, fungal infections of the nails
and skin, eczema, urticaria, piles, fissure etc. One case of vitiligo has been
successfully treated with Ayurvedic medicine. Three cases of scalp Psoriasis have
been successfully treated with no further recurrence and 2 cases of psoriasis are
undergoing treatment with very good results. Ayurvedic treatment has been
used as an adjuvant in many cases of diabetes mellitus, cardiac ailments, etc.

with promising results. Few new cases of diabetes mellitus and hypertension have
been managed with Ayurvedic treatment and lifestyle modification alone. Recently
diagnosed cases of hypothyroidism are being treated with very good results.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE DEPARTMENT

1. Department of Cardiology, AIIMS Raipur came into existence after Dr. Satyajit
Singh joined as the first founder faculty of Cardiology department on 27" July,
2016. Till May 31, 2017, the department of Cardiology has provided
consultations to 4,150 patients.

2. Regular echocardiography services were initiated in the department from
August 1, 2016. Echocardiography Clinic is being run daily from 2.00 PM -
5.00 PM. Till the end of May 2017, total number of trans-thoracic
echocardiography done in the echo clinic stands at 1,347.

3. Indoor patient services (IPD) have been initiated by the department. The
department has already received approval from the Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare (MoHFW), Government of India for the establishment of
cardiac catheterization laboratory which is coming up in the fourth floor of
Block — C of AIIMS Raipur hospital.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the All India Institute
of Medical Sciences (AIIMS), Raipur, Chhattisgarh as at 31 March 2017, the
Income & Expenditure Account and the Receipt & Payment Account for the
year ended on that date under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller and Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971 read with
section 18(2) of the AIIMS Act, 1956 and the AIIMS (amcndment) Act, 2012.
These financial statements are the responsibility of the ATIMS's management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based

on our audit.

2 This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller
and Auditor General of India on the accounting treatment only with regard to

This resulted in understatement of Fixed Assets by Z 92.08 crore (Z 97.93
crore less depreciation ¥ 5.85 crore) and overstatement of Work in Progress
(WIP) by X 97.93 crore and understatement of Expenditure(Depreciation) by
¥ 5.85 crore,
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A2.12This does not include cost of construction/capitalized value of residential

complex of AIIMS, Raipur comprising of one black, each of Type [II, IV and
V; 2 blocks each of Type | and I and Director Bungalow. The financial impact
could not be ascertained as the institute did not provide details of construction

of aforesaid assets.

A2.1.3This includes T 1.20 crore being cost of ICU ventilator acquired during the

year but put to use on 19.04.2017. However, the Institute did not charge
depreciation on the ventilator. This resulted in overstatement of Fixed Assets

and understatement of Capital Work in progress by ¥ 1.20 crore.

A.2.1.4This does not include ¥ 2.17 lakh being cost of computer software accounted

foras revenue expenditure. This resulted in understatement of Fixed Assets
by ¥ 0.87 lakh (T 2.17 lakh less depreciation ¥ 1.30 lakh) lakh and
overstatement of Expenditure by % 0.87 lakh.

A.2.1.5This does not include ¥ 0.40 lakh being books purchased under Learning

Resource Allowance Scheme. As per the scheme guidelines, these books are
the property of AIIMS and therefore, should have been included in the Fixed
Assets. But the same was considered as expenditure. This resulted in
understatement of Fixed Assets by ¥ 0.16 lakh (2 0.40 less depreciation 0.24
lakh) and overstatement of Expenditure by Z 0.16 lakh as well.

A2.1.6This includes ¥ 0.37 lakh pertaining to assets depreciated from 2016-17

although they were put to use during 2014-15, This resulted in
overstatement of Fixed Assets by ¥ 0.37 lakh and undersiatement of Prior
Period Expenditure (Depreciation) by # 0.44 lakh and overstatement of current

year Expenditure (Depreciation) by Z 0.07 lakh.

A.2.1.7This does not include nominal value of land measuring 151.63 acre allotted to

AIIMS, Raipur by the Chhattisgarh Government. Non inclusion of nominal
value of land in Fixed Assets is in contravention of AS-12.

Welfare Cess (WWC). The Institute collected WWC at the rate of one per cent
of the cost of construction amounting to Rs. 44 .45 lakh from the contractors’
bills during the financial year 2016-17 and remitted the same to the concerned
department. The cost of collection amounting to ¥ 0.44 lakh (1% of WWC
collected) should have been taken as income of the Institute. This resulted in
understatement of Income by ¥ 0.44 lakh and understatement of Corpus/
Capital Fund by ¥ 0.44 lakh as well.

Expenditure
Establishment Expenses (Schedule-20) - ¥45.45 crore.

This includes ¥ 1.60 crore being payment of Salary (contractual staff) for the
month of March 2016 paid in April 2016. This resulted in overstatement of
current year Expenditure and understatement of Prior Period Expenditure by
T 1.60 crore.

General

AIIMS, Raipur has not provided for retirement benefits/Gratity & Leave
Encashment on actuarial valuation basis as required under AS-15 and
instructions contained in the Uniform Format of Accounts (UFA). This was

also pointed out in the previous SAR.

Government grants are accounted for on cash basis which is not in accordance
with the UFA.

Effect of audit comments

The net effect the above comments is that the Liabilities, Income, Expenditure
and Prior Period Expenditure were understated by ¥ 4.74 crore, ¥ 0.44 lakh,
T 8.98 crore and T 1.60 crore respectively and Assets overstated by Z 5.84

crore.
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b. Grant-in-aid

During the year, AIIMS, Raipur received Grant-in aid of Z 251.25 crore and
had internal receipts amounting to Z 19.24 crore including Interest earned on
grants. [n addition, there was an unspent balance of  166.73 crore of previous
year. Thus out of the total available funds of ¥ 437.22 crore, an amount of
3147.07 crore was utilized leaving an unutilized balance of Z 290.15 crore.
However as per final utilisation certificate unspent balance of previous year
was X 164.92 crore. Due to which unspent balance of current year was ¥
288.34 crore,
